A blanket overhead exemption is meant to assist non-profit organizations that have small annual budgets and highly restrictive revenue sources meet the cost of managing a grant.

Overhead expenses, for purposes of a grant agreement, refers to certain indirect costs or “idle costs” that are incurred whether the project is underway or not and that can be acceptably posted to the grant.  There are two types of indirect costs:  Those that are spread across projects and programs as part of the “cost of doing business” and those that are strictly of a general and management nature.  Indirect staff costs, costs associated with changing legislation and all fundraising costs are among non-acceptable overhead costs.  
Note that it is often preferable to itemize in your budget costs, especially if they can easily be lumped in a line item such as project supplies.
