Mapping of Urban Forests in the City of Shoreline

Homewaters (2006)
$10,230
High school students in Shoreline took their plant identification skills into the field to locate and map significant trees and stands of native or invasive plants with the aid of GIS.  Having established monitoring plots, the students will monitor sites throughout the school year, then present their findings to the community council with recommendations on how to improve the health of the urban forest.

Involving Immigrant and Refugee Youth in Forest Stewardship

International District Housing Alliance (IDHA) (2006)
$14,000

This project will provide summer internships in the Mount Baker-Snoqualmie National Forest for two immigrant youths who will learn conservation and forest management techniques.  As peer educators these youth will impart their knowledge with other immigrant and refugee youth while restoring habitat along Longfellow Creek in West Seattle. Students will be exposed to resources conservation as a career path by mentors provided by government agencies and a local arborist.

Duwamish Greenbelt Urban Forest Restoration

The Nature Consortium (2006)
$19,980
At risk youth from adjoining low-income neighborhoods will engage in stewardship activities in the Duwamish greenbelt, a 500-acre tract of non-maintained parkland in West Seattle.  Youth will participate in forest ecology workshops and practice their skills in reforestation, invasive plant removal and monitoring and mapping habitat.

Island Center Forest Youth and Forest Stewardship

Vashon Forest Stewards (2006)
$20,000
Vashon Island youth work with Vashon Forest Stewards and island educators to learn about forest ecology and environmentally friendly forest management in the Island Center Forest including processing sustainably harvested logs into lumber.  Participants will learn and apply techniques of forest inventorying, invasive weed control, tree planting and trail building in a working forest.

Summer Youth Forestry Institute

Washington State University King County Extension (2006)
$13,880
Area high school students will help perform an ecological inventory on King County owned working forest properties. The data will be used to help county forestry staff in the management of these lands.  Students will serve as paid interns and gain job skills while participating in the four-week, full-time program.

Dells and Ridges Urban Forest Restoration

Delridge Neighborhood Development Association (2006) 

$10,000

Young people from West Seattle neighborhoods are removing invasive plants and planting trees along the Longfellow Creek Legacy Trail.  A connecting trail will intersect with the larger green spaces adjacent to Longfellow Creek and the Legacy Trail.  Participants will also help design of an interpretive sign for the site.
